
 

Required ID for Newly Registered Voters  
Congrats on registering to vote in Georgia! Now make sure you have what you need to vote. 

Vote by mail:  

●  Step 1: Locate one of the following forms of ID  

○ Georgia Driver’s License (can be expired)  

○ Valid Photo ID card issued by an entity of the state of Georgia, any other state, or the U.S.  

○ Valid U.S. Passport  

○ Valid government employee photo ID  

○ Valid U.S. military ID card with photo  

○ Valid Tribal ID with photo  

○ Current utility bill showing name and address  

○ Current government check or paycheck showing name and address  

○ Current government document showing name and address  

○ Current bank statement showing name and address 

● Step 2: Submit the ID to your county registrar (pick whatever works best!) 

○ If you submit a paper application to vote by mail, then include a copy of your ID with your application. 

OR 

○ Include a copy of your ID in the outer oath envelope of your absentee ballot. 

OR 

○ You or a third person can deliver the ID personally to your county registrar.  

OR  

○ You can send a copy by mail, email, or fax to your county registrar.

Vote in person:  

***If you have a current (not expired) Georgia driver’s license, then that is all you need to bring with you to 

the polls.***  

If you do not have a current Georgia driver’s license, no problem! Follow the below instructions. 

●  Step 1: Locate one of the following forms of photo ID  

○ Georgia Driver’s License (can be expired)  

○ Valid Photo ID card issued by an entity of the state of Georgia, any other state, or the U.S. (this includes 

a non-Georgia driver’s license) 

○ Valid U.S. Passport  
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○ Valid government employee photo ID  

○ Valid U.S. military ID card with photo  

○ Valid Tribal ID with photo  

 

● Step 2: Locate one of the following forms of proof-of-address ID 

○ Current utility bill showing name and address  

○ Current government check or paycheck showing name and address  

○ Current government document showing name and address  

○ Current bank statement showing name and address  

 

● Step 3: Bring both forms of ID with you to the polls!  

○ Early voting in Georgia starts on Monday, October 12th 

○ Election day is November 3rd - Polls open at 7AM
